Associations and clubs

experiences as we provide support to transportation costs when travelling. We also offer financial
support to visiting clubs from our twin towns, as we cover the costs for food and accommodation.

Ishgj will pay
for accommodation. Ishgj will send the invitations and coordinate with the organizers “Here We
Go”.

Exchange visits for schools

Ishgj and Waalre encourage our schools to visit our friendship towns. The exchange gives the youth
insights into culture and ways of living in other countries. We will focus on the older classes where
the students have a minimum level of English proficiency. We provide our schools with financial
support to travel.

Tourism

Ishgj Tourist Office will raise awareness and publicize our friendship city Waalre on the
municipality's website and in the bureau, in order to increase interest about Waalre and make people
aware of the opportunity to make exchange visits.

Twin Town Meetings in Ishgj

Ishgj Municipality organizes Twin Town Meetings for all twin towns under different themes.
Participants can be both politicians, administrative staff, officials and citizens, depending on the theme
of the Twin Town Meeting.

Exchange visits for administration

administrations as well as study tours for the political level.
